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TO IMPROVE OUTCOMES FOR STUDENTS
WITH LOW LEVELS OF ACHIEVEMENT

In 2007-08, PVNC introduced and expanded a
number of initiatives aimed at improving
outcomes for students with low levels of
achievement and for low performing schools.
Primary students identified through regular
reading assessments using the tool PM
Benchmarks were provided intervention using
the 5th Block program. Intervention was
provided by 5th Block teachers specially trained
in focused intervention
strategies. Many
students were also
provided additional
support through the
Tutors in the Classroom
Program. Students with
low levels of
achievement in reading
were also provided
support through the
Trent Reading

Program. This program
matched Trent School
of Education students with struggling students in
select schools using a research-based tutoring
program. Low achieving students were also
provided opportunities to attend weekend
Cartooning Camps that were targeted at boys’
literacy but were attended by both genders.
PVNC also provided a summer school literacy
and numeracy program aimed at low achieving
students in grades 4 through 6.

Low performing schools received numerous
additional supports specifically aimed at
supporting teacher professional learning and
resource purchases. Every school was provided

with literacy coaching time through the school
Literacy Partner. Low performing schools
received additional release time for the Literacy
Partner and more release days for the staff to
use for professional learning. System-based
Literacy Coaches were provided to low
performing schools to provide an outside opinion
and advice to staff and administration at these
schools. The allocation of the Tutors in the
Classroom was aimed
at supporting low
performing schools.
Extra library budgets
were provided to
enhance reading
materials at low
performing schools.
Central office
consultants also
enhanced the
bookrooms at these
schools using central
budgets. The
Consultant staff also spent a considerable
amount of time working at low performing
schools offering advice and professional
support. OFIP money was used to release staff
from low performing schools to meet as
professional learning teams with LNS Student
Achievement Officers. Staffs from low performing
schools were provided preferential access to
funds to attend conferences like “Reading for the
Love of It” and “When Faith Meets Pedagogy”.

PVNC is on target for achieving the
government’s target of 75% as illustrated in the
EQAQO data provided.
