Specialized programs have been designed to meet
unique needs for some students where meaningful
integration remains the eventual program goal once
the necessary learning skills have been acquired by
the student. These programs are offered at a variety
of sites with specialized staff.

Support Training
DESCRIPTION OF PROGRAM
The BEST program takes place in a special education
class that has a maximum of 8 students at any one
time. The purpose of the program is to provide an
alternate classroom placement where students can
learn and practice appropriate skills and strategies
that will allow them to manage more successfully in
their home school setting.

FOR ADMISSION

@ Student must be identified as Exceptional under
the category of Behaviour

@ Student may have a |.2 or |.3 ISA Claim

@ Students must have a psychological assessment
with average learning ability or higher

@ Student exhibits behaviours that interfere with
learning and successful achievement in the regular
classroom

Referrals

Referrals are made through the school resource team
which is chaired by the school Principal. Students
must meet the above criteria for admission. The
Behaviour Resource Worker must sign the admission
application. The home school Special Education
Resource Teacher forwards the application package to
the appropriate BEST program school to the
attention of the BEST teacher. Parents must provide
written consent for observation and consultation for
the BEST Program.

CONSULTATION FOR THE
BEST PROGRAM

Acceptance Procedures

A committee consisting of the BEST Program
teacher, host school Principal, school board
Psychologist and Special Education Consultant review
each application to select candidates who best meet
the criteria for the program.

WHEN THE STUDENTS ARE SELECTED
AS BEST PROGRAM CANDIDATES:
@ the home school is informed:

@ the home school Principal informs the
parent/guardian;

@ an IPRC is held by the home school to designate
placement in a special education program.
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Target Grades &
Duration of Program

In general, students remain in the BEST Program for
two years. The program focuses on stability for the
first year and the second year involves integration
into the home school.

The target grades are |-3 for four of the programs
and 4-6 for one program.

Specialized Staff

The program is staffed by a Special Education
Teacher, Behaviour Resource Worker and Child &
Youth Worker. The program is further supported by
the Board Psychologist and Special Education
Consultant.

Integration Procedure

@ the Principal of the BEST Program and home
school staff will meet to discuss integration once
a decision is made to begin integration at the
home school

@ the home school classroom Teacher and Principal
(whenever possible) will visit the student to
initiate contact

@ integration will generally include successful
demonstration of integration trials within the
BEST school

@ the next step will involve visits to the home
school accompanied by the BEST staff

@ integration to the home school will be a gradual
process and will be increased as staff is
withdrawn

@ with demonstrated success, the students will be
considered for return placement to home school

@ the Behaviour Resource Worker is available to
support students in their home school
