16 and 17 years of age: 

• Call CAS for a consult - explain to 
student using script. 

• Ask student if they would like to be 
present during the call. 

● Consult police as per Police/ School 
Board Protocol

• Keep the 
student safe.

• Do not  
leave the 
student 
alone. 

• Make sure 
that the 
student 
understands 
your role and 
obligations.

18 years of age or older:
• Ask student if they would like to 
be present during the call. 

● Consult police as per Police/ 
School Board Protocol

Under 16 years of age: 
Administrator or staff member 
(depending on to whom the 
incident(s) was disclosed) will 

• Contact your local Child 
Protection Agency. Refer to AP 
513. •Ask student if they would 
like to be present during the call. 

● Consult police as per Police/ 
School Board Protocol

Administrator: 
• Contact FOS 
superintendent 

• Contact parent/guardian, 
unless student’s safety 
will be negatively affected 
by call, or the student is 
18 years old or older.

 • If student is under the of 
18, and parent/guardian is 
not being contacted, 
ensure that area 
superintendent is 
informed of the decision.
